The ratings factor in the strong business risk profile by virtue of Ambuja and ACC Ltd (ACC; ‘CRISIL AAA/Stable/CRISIL Al1+') being the second-
largest cement group in India. The strong presence of the Adani group in coal, power and logistics verticals will result in structural reduction in cost of
production of cement owing to synergy benefits strengthening the business risk profile over the medium term.

The financial risk profile of the company will remain strong over the medium term supported by a debt-free balance sheet and robust liquidity. While the
extent of improvement in cost of production from higher synergies remains a monitorable, CRISIL Ratings believes that the capex plans could anyways be
funded via internal accruals, existing cash balance and share warrant money over the medium term and hence, does not expect leveraging of the balance
sheet.
